Qualifications

· You love meeting new people and connecting groups of friends
· You are committed to cultural exchange and are excited to work with students and professionals from another culture

· You are an innovative thinker, an enthusiastic doer, and a natural leader 

· You have a sense of Jewish identity and are not an adherent of any other religion

· You are enrolled as an undergraduate in a North American university and are familiar with North American undergraduate culture

· You are studying in Buenos Aires during the fall 2010 semester
Responsibilities

· Participate in two training sessions start of your study abroad semester
· Meet 20-25 Jewish students per semester studying abroad in your adoptive city. Connect those students with Jewish experiences that are right for them, including programs planned by Hillel in  Buenos Aires, local community activities and holiday celebrations, or events you help implement using your program budget
· Attend weekly supervision meetings with a local project manager

· Along with other GCI interns in Buenos Aires, help coordinate (and attend) 3-4 Hillel-run study abroad programs through the course of each semester 

· Update and manage online social networking tools, including Facebook and e-mail
· Report on your activities back to Hillel on a monthly basis

· Assume ownership over one GCI focus area- Shabbat/holiday celebrations, social networking, and tzedek (social justice) projects

1. Cover Sheet: Include the cover sheet found on the last page of this document.
2. Resume: Be sure to include permanent mailing address, email address, employment, activities in which you have participated, volunteer involvement, leadership positions you have held and honors or awards you may have received. 

3. Two short essays: Please answer the first question and either the second or third. Answers should have a maximum of 300 words.

a. What makes you a strong candidate to become a GCI Intern? What skills, interests, experiences, and personal qualities will you draw on to be successful in this role?

b. What is the most difficult decision you have ever made or what is the most significant challenge you have overcome?  What did you do?  What did you learn from this experience and why? (Maximum 300 words) 

c. Describe a Jewish experience that has significantly impacted your life. Explain how it shifted your perspective, provided you with valuable insights, or enhanced your understanding of yourself. 
4. Recommendation Form (optional): Applicants are encouraged but not required to submit a letter of recommendation from someone who can speak to your character and leadership qualities. Example recommenders might include university faculty, Hillel staff, or professional supervisors.
