Please review the following description of Alternative Break in Israel, then answer the questions below.
Participants will have a unique dual experience of both volunteering with underserved Israeli populations and engaging in public policy issues with high-ranking government officials and business executives. Students will work with low-income communities in Israel. Students’ volunteer work will focus on benefitting the lives of these populations. Work may include painting, refurbishing shelters, spending time with children, teaching English, and other activities as determined by the communities we work with. Students will learn about local and national socio-economic issues, meet with community members, interface with non-profit and for-profit leaders, and hear from government officials. Participants will also celebrate with the community and participate in discussions focusing on the intersection of Judaism, community service, and personal social responsibility.

An integral part of the project is linked to the delegation 3-5 students from each campus. Each cohort of students will work together during and after the trip to further engage socio-economic issues in ways that are particular to each student’s background, career aspirations and academic institutions.
